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Abctract :
The god lugal URUXKAR was one of the important gods of the city state of Lagash. His cult center was
URUxKAR in Lagash. His name means the "lord of URUXKAR". Later after his marriage from the goddess
Inanna, he became an image of the god Dumuzi and a god of the netherworld. The god is mentioned profusely in
the texts of the kings of the first dynasty of Lagash, especially the texts of Eannatum, Enannatum |, Entemena
and Urukagina, the last ruler of the first dynasty of Lagash. In addation he played an important role in the
coronation ofd the ruler of Lagash. Enannatum | and his son Entemena mentioned that they have been granted
the kingship and the symbols of kingship by the god lugal URUXKAR. Furthermore, the bodies of the high
officials were making pilgrimages to his temple and were bathing in the lake of his temple.
